12.1 FALSE CLAIMS ACT
GENERAL INSTRUCTION
31 U.S.C. § 3729, et seq.
The False Claims Act, 31 U.S.C. section 3729, et seq., authorizes private citizens — known as relators — to bring actions on behalf of the United States Government — known as qui tam actions — to recover damages caused by false or fraudulent claims for federal funds submitted to the United States Government.
