12.5 FALSE CLAIMS ACT
CONVERSION VIOLATIONS
31 U.S.C. § 3729(a)(1)(D)
Plaintiff brings her False Claims Act claim under 31 U.S.C. section 3729(a)(1)(D). Section 3729(a)(1)(D) imposes liability on a defendant who has [possession] [custody] [control] of [property] [money] used by the Government and knowingly [delivers] [causes to be delivered] to the Government less than all the [property] [money].  
For you to find Defendant liable, you must find that Plaintiff proved each of the following elements by a preponderance of the evidence:
(1) that Defendant [possesses] [has custody or control] of [money] [property] to be used by the Government;
(2) the Defendant [delivered] [caused to be delivered] less than all the [property] [money]; and
(3) the Defendant knew that less than all the [property] [money] was delivered.
The terms “knowing” and “knowingly” (a) mean that a person, with respect to information, has actual knowledge of the information; acts in deliberate ignorance of the truth or falsity of the information; or acts in reckless disregard of the truth or falsity of the information; and (b) require no proof of specific intent to defraud.
