ANNOTATIONS AND COMMENTS

21 U.S.C. § 848 provides:

(A) any person engaging in or working in furtherance of a continuing criminal enterprise, or any person engaging in an offense punishable under section 841(A) of this title or section 960 of this title who intentionally kills or counsels, commands, induces, procures, or causes the intentional killing of an individual and such killing results, shall be sentenced to any term of imprisonment, which shall not be less than 20 years, and which may be up to life imprisonment, or may be sentenced to death…

21 U.S.C. § 848 is a separate, chargeable offense; conviction thereunder requires a connection between the underlying continuing criminal enterprise and the murder. United States v. Chandler, 996 F.2d 1073, 109698 (11th Cir. 1993), cert. denied, 512 U.S. 1227 (1994).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Courts have held that a person charged with murder in furtherance of a CCE “need not be charged with engaging in the CCE so long as the government is able to prove that a CCE existed and [the defendant] committed murder in furtherance of the CCE.” United States v. Ray, 238 F.3d 828, 833 (7th Cir. 2001).

The Second Circuit has held that those who aid and abet the commission of drug-related murders are death-penalty eligible. United States v. Walker, 142 F.3d 103, 113 (2d Cir. 1998).
