Controlled Substances: Importation
21 U.S.C. § 952

It’s a Federal crime to knowingly import any controlled substance into the United States.
[Substance] is a “controlled substance.”
The Defendant can be found guilty of this crime only if all the following facts are proved beyond a reasonable doubt:
 the Defendant imported [substance] into the United States;

 the Defendant did so knowingly; and

 the weight of the [substance] imported by the Defendant was more than [threshold].

[bookmark: _GoBack]To “import” a substance means to bring or transport that substance into the United States from some place outside the United States.
