ANNOTATIONS AND COMMENTS

[bookmark: _GoBack]42 U.S.C. § 3631 provides:

Whoever, whether or not acting under color of law, by force or threat of force willfully injures, intimidates or interferes with …  any person because of his race… and because he is or has been… occupying… any dwelling [shall be guilty of an offense against the United States].

Maximum Penalty: One  year imprisonment and $100,000 fine without bodily injury; Ten  years imprisonment and $250,000 fine with bodily injury and/or use of a dangerous weapon, explosive, or fire; or any term of years up to life imprisonment and $250,000 fine if death results or if such acts include kidnapping, aggravated sexual assault or an attempt to kill. See 42 U.S.C. § 3631 and 18 U.S.C. § 3571.
