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18 U.S.C. § 152 provides that whoever:

 knowingly and fraudulently conceals… in connection with a case under title 11, from creditors or the United States Trustee, any property belonging to the estate of a debtor [shall be guilty of an offense against the United States].

Maximum Penalty: Five  years imprisonment and applicable fine.

Some of the definitions in this instruction are from 11 U.S.C. §§ 101 and 541.

The Eleventh Circuit determined that in the term “property of the estate” has a broader definition in Chapter 13 bankruptcy cases, and includes “earnings from services performed by the debtor after the commencement of the case but before the case is closed, dismissed or converted…” In re Waldron, 536 F.3d 1239, 1241 (11th Cir. 2008) (quoting 11 U.S.C. § 1306. Chapter 11, as amended by BAPCPA), has a similar provision for individual Chapter 11 debtors, 11 U.S.C. § 1115, as does Chapter 12, 11 U.S.C. § 1207.
