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18 U.S.C. § 922 provides:

 It shall be unlawful for any licensed… dealer… to sell or deliver - -

*  *  *  *  *

 any firearm or armor-piercing ammunition to any person unless the licensee notes in his records, required to be kept pursuant to section 923 of this chapter, the name, age, and place of residence of such person…

Maximum Penalty: Five  years imprisonment and applicable fine.

18 U.S.C. § 924(D) makes willfulness an element of this offense. However, in Bryan v. United States, 524 U.S. 184, 118 S. Ct. 1939, 141 L. Ed. 2d 197 (1998), the Court held that “willfulness” should be given its usual meaning of general knowledge of the unlawfulness of the conduct, but did not require proof that the Defendant had specific knowledge of the criminal statute being violated by his conduct. The committee believes, therefore, that the general definition of “willfully” in Basic Instruction 9.1A would usually apply to this crime.
