Possession of a Machine Gun
18 U.S.C. § 922

It’s a Federal crime to possess a machine gun.
A “machine gun” is any weapon that shoots, is designed to shoot, or can be readily restored to shoot multiple shots automatically, without manual reloading, by a single function of the trigger.
The Defendant can be found guilty of this crime only if all the following facts are proved beyond a reasonable doubt:
 the Defendant possessed a “machine gun”; and
