If you find the Defendant guilty of using or carrying a firearm during or in relation to a [crime of violence/drug trafficking crime], you must also determine if the Defendant brandished a firearm during and in relation to a [crime of violence/drug trafficking crime].
[bookmark: _GoBack][The Defendant is guilty of aiding and abetting the brandishing of a firearm if he had advance knowledge that a confederate would display or make the presence of a firearm known for purposes of intimidation. The Defendant need not have had advance knowledge that a confederate would actually brandish the firearm. This requirement is satisfied if the Defendant knew that a confederate intended to brandish a firearm to intimidate if the need arose.]
