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Receipt of a Bribe by a Public Official or Juror
18 U.S.C. § 201

It’s a Federal crime for a [public official] [juror] to [demand or seek] [receive or accept] [agree to receive or accept] a bribe.
The Defendant can be found guilty of this crime only if all the following facts are proved beyond a reasonable doubt:
  the Defendant was a [public official] [juror];

 the Defendant [demanded or sought] [received or accepted] [agreed to receive or accept] either personally or for another person or entity, something of value; and

 the Defendant did so knowingly and corruptly in return for [being influenced in the performance of an official act] [being influenced to allow or make an opportunity for the commission of a fraud on the United States] [being induced to violate the Defendant’s lawful duty by failing to do some act].

Anyone holding the position of _______________, as described in the indictment, would be a [public official] [juror].
An “official act” is any decision or action on any matter brought before a [public official] [juror] for a decision to be acted on.
To act “corruptly” means to act knowingly and dishonestly for a wrongful purpose.
