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18 U.S.C. § 1503 provides (in the omnibus clause):

Whoever… corruptly or by threats or force, or by any threatening letter or communication, influences, obstructs, or impedes, or endeavors to influence, obstruct, or impede, the due administration of justice [shall be guilty of an offense against the United States].

Maximum Penalty: In the case of a killing: Death or imprisonment for life if guilty of murder in the first degree; any term of years or for life if guilty of murder in the second degree; fifteen  years and/or a fine under Title 18 if guilty of voluntary manslaughter; or eight  years and/or a fine under Title 18 if guilty of involuntary manslaughter.

In the case of an attempted killing or if the offense was committed against a petit juror and in which a class A or B felony was charged: twenty  years, a fine under Title 18, or both.

In any other case: ten  years imprisonment and/or a fine under Title 18.

An obstruction of justice charge under the omnibus clause of § 1503 must relate to a specific judicial or grand jury proceeding - - the “nexus” requirement. United States v. Aguilar, 515 U.S. 593, 115 S. Ct. 2357 (1995). See also United States v. Brenson, 104 F.3d  1267 (11th Cir. 1997) (Hancock, District Judge, sitting by designation).
