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18 U.S.C. § 1503 provides:

Whoever corruptly… endeavors to influence, intimidate, or impede any grand or petit juror… in the discharge of his duty [shall be guilty of an offense against the United States].

Maximum Penalty: In the case of a killing: Death or imprisonment for life if guilty of murder in the first degree; any term of years or for life if guilty of murder in the second degree; fifteen  years and/or a fine under Title 18 if guilty of voluntary manslaughter; or eight  years and/or a fine under Title 18 if guilty of involuntary manslaughter.

In the case of an attempted killing or if the offense was committed against a petit juror and in which a class A or B felony was charged: twenty  years, a fine under Title 18, or both.

In any other case: ten  years imprisonment and/or a fine under Title 18.

The optional Fourth element is included in order to comply with Apprendi v. New Jersey, 530 U.S. 466 (2000) where the indictment alleges facts triggering the enhanced penalty under the statute.

Class A and class B felonies are defined in 18 U.S.C. § 3581.
