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Possession of Contraband by a Federal Prisoner
18 U.S.C. § 1791

It’s a Federal crime for a Federal prisoner to knowingly [make] [possess] [get] certain forbidden objects.
The Defendant can be found guilty of this crime only if all the following facts are proved beyond a reasonable doubt:
 the Defendant was an inmate of a Federal prison or correctional facility at the time stated in the indictment;

 at the time, the Defendant knowingly [made] [possessed] [acquired] the object described in the indictment; and

 the object was a forbidden object.
