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18 U.S.C. § 1962 provides:

It shall be unlawful for any person to conspire to violate any of the provisions of subsections ,  or  of this section.

Maximum Penalty: Twenty  years imprisonment and applicable fine, and forfeiture of certain property. Life imprisonment if the violation is based on racketeering activity for which the maximum penalty includes life imprisonment. (The jury must find that defendant committed such a predicate act beyond a reasonable doubt. See United States v. Nguyen, 255 F.3d 1335 (11th Cir. 2001) (applying Apprendi v. New Jersey, 530 U.S. 466 (2000)).

United States v. To, 144 F.3d 737 (11th Cir. 1998) (discusses ‘single objective’ and ‘overall objective’ RICO conspiracy theories); see also United States v. Beale, 921 F.2d 1412 (11th Cir. 1991) (discusses the alternate methods of proving a RICO conspiracy).

Salinas v. United States, 522 U.S. 52, 63, 118 S. Ct. 469, 476 139 L. Ed. 2d 352 (1997) (finding that no overt act is required under the RICO conspiracy statute); see also United States v. Starrett, 55 F.3d 1525 (11th Cir. 1995) (observing that no overt act is required under § 1962).

The committee believes that the general definition of “willfully” in Basic Instruction 9.1A would usually apply to this crime.
