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18 U.S.C. § 247 provides:

 Whoever in any of the circumstances referred to in subsection  of this section - -

 intentionally defaces, damages, or destroys any religious real property, because of the religious character of that property, or attempts to do so [shall be guilty of an offense against the United States].

*  *  *  *  *

 The circumstances referred to in subsection  are that the offense is in or affects interstate or foreign commerce. 

*  *  *  *  *

 The punishment for a violation of subsection  of this section shall be - -

 if bodily injury results to any person, including any public safety officer performing duties as a direct or proximate result of conduct prohibited by this section, and the violation is by means of fire or an explosive a fine under this title or imprisonment for not more than 40 years, or both;

Maximum Penalty: One  year imprisonment and applicable fine unless bodily injury results (or the offense is otherwise aggravated as specified in subsection , , and  of the statute).

This instruction covers three separate offenses embodied in § 247:  damage to property;  damage to property with bodily injury;  damage to property with bodily injury resulting from use of fire or explosives. In an appropriate case, therefore, it may be necessary to use Special Instruction 10, Lesser Included Offenses, and to modify that instruction if both of the lesser crimes are submitted to the jury.
