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8 U.S.C. § 1324 provides:

(A) Any person who

 knowing that a person is an alien, brings to or attempts to bring to the United States in any manner whatsoever such person at a place other than a designated port of entry or place other than as designated by the Commissioner, regardless of whether such alien has received prior official authorization to come to, enter, or reside in the United States and regardless of any future official action which may be taken with respect to such alien [shall be guilty of an offense against the United States].

Maximum Penalty: Ten  years and applicable fine.

The mens rea requirement for this crime is discussed in United States v. Zayas-Morales, 685 F.2d 1272, 1277 (11th Cir. 1982) (“By our decision in this case, we simply articulate that which is inherent in the prosecution of any serious crime-proof of a general intent to commit an illegal act.”).
