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Controlled Substances: Unlawful
Use of Communications Facility
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It’s a separate Federal crime for anyone to knowingly use a communication facility to commit or help commit another crime violating [Section 841 such as the crime charged in Count _____].
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Defendant can be found guilty of the offense of unlawful use of a communication facility as charged in Count _____ only if all the following facts are proved beyond a reasonable doubt:
 the Defendant used a “communication facility”;

 the Defendant used the facility while committing or helping to commit the crime charged in Count _____; and

 the Defendant acted knowingly and intentionally.

The term “communication facility” includes all mail, telephone, wire, radio, and computer-based communication systems.
To “help to commit” a crime means to use a communication facility in a way that makes committing the crime easier or possible. It doesn’t matter whether the other crime was successfully carried out.
