Similar Acts Evidence
(Rule 404, Fed. R. Evid.)

During the trial, you heard evidence of acts done by the Defendant on other occasions that may be similar to acts the Defendant is currently charged with. You must not consider any of this evidence to decide whether the Defendant committed the acts charged now. But you may consider this evidence for other very limited purposes.
[bookmark: _GoBack]If other evidence leads you to decide beyond a reasonable doubt that the Defendant committed the charged acts, you may consider evidence of similar acts done on other occasions to decide whether [the Defendant had the state of mind or intent necessary to commit the crime charged in the indictment] [the Defendant had a motive or the opportunity to commit the acts charged in the indictment] [the Defendant  acted  according  to  a  plan  or  to  prepare  to  commit  a  crime]  [the Defendant was identified as the person who committed the crime charged in the indictment] [the Defendant committed the acts charged in the indictment by accident or mistake].
